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Production Proposal Submission

Introduction

The Valley Players are always interested in receiving production proposals from its membership or from outside interests.  This document was created to assist the interested parties during the initial definition stages of the production so that the production concept can be effectively described to the Valley Players executive. 

Scope

This document describes the process for submitting a production proposal to the Valley Players. The document does not address the submission of a play for the play reading committee. 

Submission Process
The simplest instructions are to fill out the forms, forward to the executive and request to be added to a meeting agenda.  While this will seems logical and intuitive, there are several other items that you can address to ensure the successful acceptance of the production proposal (see the following)
· Don’t confuse a play idea with a production proposal. A production proposal describes: 
· The benefits to the Valley Players for commissioning this production
· Charities that will benefit from the show

· Membership benefits  

· The theme of the production, for example, is it a play, musical, variety show, etc

· What is involved in mounting this production
· Cost

· Facilities required

· Start building a core team before the submission. 

· Eulogize the production possibilities

· Demonstrate enthusiasm

· Build that buzz so people want to be involved

· Be open and invite participation

· Deliver more than just the idea

· Complete the forms but to ensure success, provide more, for example,

· Show a set design

· If there’s music, let us listen to it

· Provide details why this Charity needs our help

· Articulate your vision

Make the proposal so infectious that the executive has so say yes!!

Submission Forms
There are 2 proposal submission forms that must be complete and forwarded to info@valleyplayers.ca
1. The Production Proposal Submission form is intended to describe the production details.

2. The Production Proposal Budget form is intended to describe the monetary impact of the production.
